The award is sent directly to the institutions to be used for qualifying educational expenses. The Scholarship offered is for two semesters and is earmarked for students entering their freshman year.

When an applicant is awarded a scholarship, he or she will be notified and the award is presented in person at the Annual MPC Scholarship Banquet.

· Please submit two (2) letters of recommendation, one from a school counselor and one from any teacher
· Submit an appropriate senior picture 2-1/2” x 3-1/2” minimum size photo with your application. This will be used for publication. Please put your name on the back of the photo.
